Commander of Robben Island where Mandela had been imprisoned for 25 years.

DEANERY SYNOD REPORT

The November magazine included an item explaining the function of Deanery

Synod, the level of Church government between a P.C.C. and Diocesan Synod. At

the most recent meeting of Reigate Synod, held on 5th February 2009, the main item

was a presentation by Jill Sandham, Diocesan Safeguarding Officer, on the document

AfA Safe Churcho, the subject of which is safegu
be vulnerable.

New diocesan policies and procedures have been drafted to assist churches to comply
with new government legislation and Church of England policies. A detailed manual
has been prepared which should be shortly available. In respect of parishes it will
provide guidance to, and detail the responsibilities and obligations of, clergy,
churchwardens, PCCs, Safeguarding Officers (the new name for Child Protection
Officers) and all paid and voluntary workers. In discussion examples were given of
factors which create vulnerability and signs which may indicate that problems exist.
Diocesan Synod has adopted the document and urges parishes to adopt the relevant
policy before the end of September 2009. The point was made that if PCCs fail to
comply they may be putting at risk not only vulnerable children and adults but also
their own leaders and workers. There is also the danger that if there is non
compliance with the law they may be jeopardising their insurance cover.

Synod then heard something of activities planned to take place by parishes (including
Summer events within Buckland and Betchworth), and also details of the

forthcoming Gatton Passion Play. There are no auditions and everyone is welcome
to participate. Further information will be available in due course.
